(¢} The capacity of storm sewers or open channels shal} be calculated usimg Manning's
formuda or its appropriate nomogreph.

(d} Manholes or cleanonts are iv be provided at every change of grade or change of direction_
and at 8] pipe intersections. Maximum distance betwesn marholes shali be 120 m (400
feet), Minimum diameter of manhotes shali be 1,050 mm (42 inches). The stze and type
of menhele, cleanout or frame and cover shall be approved by the Town Engineer.

{(e) Storm Water Retentica Ponds:
Where applicable, consideration shall be given to the creation of storage rescrvoirs in
association with parkland or open space for the purpose of reducing peak storm flows,

[43] All teterals shall be 3 mmoman of 100 rom (4 inches) in diasneter.

(=) The storm drainage systern shall be designed and constructed to accommodate potential
flow from upstream development,

(2) Degign flow velocities in storm sewers shall not be less then 0,75 mfsec (2.5 fps) nor
greater than 6 misec (20 fps). Flow al pipe ovtlets and epen channels shail be
constnucted o prevent erosion in the open chanacls,

- {b)  Minimum Pipe Size:
The minimum alivwable pipe size for storm sewers is 250 mm (10 inches) m diameter.

(c} Depth of Cover:
The minimum depth of cover to top of a storm sewer shalf be 1,200 mm {4 feet).

Part IV Catch Basing '
Catch basin Izterals shall be installed 2t low poinis in the road and at low grade points at
intersections. Laterals shall also be provided for additional cateh basins along the streets a5 set
cut i the following table. Catch basins shall have "bicycle proof” catch basin covers or as

required by the Town Engineer,
Road Grade (%) Maximum Spacing
0.5-3.0 110m (350 feet)
30-45 100m (330 feet)
Greater than 4.5 75m (250 feet)

The maximum distances are based on the capacity of a 600 mm (24 meh) square grid on pavement
widths up to 10 metres (33 feet).

i’nrt v Storm Sewer Material
Storm sewer pipe under existing or proposed public streets shall be concrete meeting ASTM
Specifications C14 or C76 and sewer laterals shall be DR 28 polyvinylchloride (PVC).
