 Engineering design for Flood Control for 
the Wastewater Treatment Plant is now 
underway to enable construction to take 
place this year, earlier than anticipated. The 
intention is to complete the work prior to the 
2022 hurricane season.

 The Town has released a couple of 
innovative tools this month. The digital 
mapping capability we’ve been developing 
has resulted in a very useful Online Zoning 
Look-up Map that was launched on our 
website this month.
